Packing List

Peru 2010
· Saturday, February 13th wear your blue shirt, jeans, and a zip-up or light jacket
· One suitcase

· Maximum of 45 lbs, 62 linear inches (total length + width + height)
· Leave plenty of room & weight for souvenirs

· You will receive luggage tags, but make sure your suitcase will stand out for an easier time at baggage claim (i.e. tie bright colored strings on bag)!
· One carry-on…this will be your Peru Messenger Bag
· Suggestions

· Your Bible and a Christian or school book
· Small game, deck of cards, etc.

· Pillow/small blanket (optional)
· Clothing
· Weather will range from 70° – 90° 
· Red, blue, and 2 black Peru Team shirts

· Undershirts, socks and other basic undergarments for 7 full days
· 2 pairs of khaki pants, Bermuda shorts, or capris (knee length or longer for girls)
· 2 pairs of jeans (one pair must be long, the other can be shorts for guys, knee length shorts/Bermuda shorts/capris for girls)
· 2 – 3 play outfits (pants & shirts) for indoor and outdoor games & for work days
· Swimsuit (one-piece for girls)

· Modest clothes to sleep in

· 2 pairs of comfortable shoes – you will be on your feet all day!  At least 1 pair should be gym sneakers; both can be.

· A light jacket or sweatshirt for travel to and from Buffalo and chilly nights (zip-up hoodies can be worn over your team shirts)

· Pants to travel home in, comfortable and not to be worn all week (you will wear your blue shirt home)
· Hat, bandanna, sunglasses
· Work gloves
· NO excessive jewelry
· Pillow (blanket/sleeping bag, but remember, it will be hot even at night!) 

· Toiletries
· Shampoo, conditioner, soap
· Towel, wash cloth, flip flops
· Deodorant

· Toothbrush & toothpaste

· Sunscreen

· Bug Spray
· Bandanas, headbands, hair ties 
· Hair brush
· Other personal necessities (glasses case, contact solution/case, etc.)

· You will need a 110v – 220v outlet transformer for hair dryer

· Spending money for snacks, souvenirs, food in the airport ($30 - $75)

· Money for a love offering to the missionaries

· Camera
